Parashat Tzav
Leviticus – Vayikra     (6:1-8:36))
 God has just commanded Moses to explain to the Israelites how to make the different offerings in the Tent of Appointed Meeting. God then says to Moses, “Tell Aaron and his sons how to perform each ritual offering. Tell the Israelites that each person must use his or her own hands to take offerings to the priests.  For burnt offerings lay the animal offering on the altar so their fat turns into smoke.  Make sure the fire for the burnt offering never ever goes out.  For the respect offering, mix flour, oil, and spices into unleavened cakes and burn a little bit on the altar to make a sweet smell for Me.   The priests shall eat the rest of the unleavened cakes in the sacred space of the Tent of Appointed Meeting.  To give tribute to God make the anointment offering with flour fried in oil and watch it smoke. This offering must be completely burned and not be eaten by anyone. The ritual offering thanking God shall be a combination of unleavened and leavened bread. The sin offering which clears one who sins is a especially holy.  This sin offering, whether animal or bird or grain, shall be made on the altar of the burnt offering. Then the priests shall eat the sin offering in the sacred space of the Tent of Appointed Meeting with God. For the holy guilt offering, an animal shall be killed, its blood put on the altar and its fats burned in the fire. Then the priests shall eat it.  However, meat that touches anything unclean shall not be eaten.  It shall be consumed in fire. You must also never eat or drink any blood." 

Then God tells Moses to bring everyone to the entrance of the Tent of Appointed Meeting for the ceremony to make the Tent of Appointed Meeting holy.  Aaron and his sons wash then dress in their special priestly clothes.   

Moses then takes the special oil and anoints the Tabernacle and all is within it.  Moses dedicates everything to the Lord. A bull is sacrificed as a sin offering.  A ram is sacrificed as a burnt offering.  A second ram, the ram of ordination, is sacrificed as an offering by fire before the Lord.  Then Moses anoints Aaron and his sons to be priests and serve the Lord.  Moses tells the priests to stay at the entrance of the Tent of Appointed Meeting, day and night, for seven days until their ordination is complete.   Aaron and his sons carry out all that God commanded through Moses.
