In April, 1944, David Moss was on a ship that
was part of Convoy UGS-38 headed from
Norfolk Virginia to the Mediterranean. After
reaching the Mediterranean, his ship detached
from the convoy. On April 20, 1944, Convoy
UGS-38 was attacked by German planes off the
coast of Algeria. The USS Paul Hamilton and
USS Lansdale were sunk, while other ships were
damaged. More than 500 men lost their lives
that day. By the grace of G-d, David Moss was
not part of the convoy when it was attacked.
